Candidates must be 35 years of age or under on January 1st, 2010.

Candidates must submit the application form detailing how they propose to use the Bursary for studies abroad.

Candidates must submit 8 - 10 images of their work in a printed format only, clearly marked with their name, the title of the piece, the medium and the dimensions.

The deadline for receipt of completed application forms is Friday 3rd December.

6.
The recipient will be required to give a report on how they used the award upon their return.

The winner of the bursary is entitled to exhibit one piece of work in the RHA Annual Exhibition in 2011.
